Guide to ERDA

1. Go to www.erda.dk and log in with your KU-ID (“Swedish number plate”)
2. In case ERDA greets you with the warning "No such user” (see below), then click the link
(the one with “.../signup.py”). In this case go to step 11, else continue.
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Apparently you already have suitable credentials and just need to sign up for a local UCPH ERDA account on:
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https://sid.erda.dk/cgi-sid/signup.py
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3. Welcome to ERDA! You should see something very similar to the image below:
In the very left part of the screen you have the different panels that you can choose. Here
it will mostly be “Archives” and “Jupyter” that are relevant to you. The center-right part of
the image changes according to which panel. If you choose “Archive” you should see the
same as above.
